the Executive Council, has been pleased to order and direct and it is hereby

1. The Irrigation Division of Ayios Elias and Monarga shall be dissolved. 
2. Upon the dissolution of the said Irrigation Division :— 

(a) Any monies, funds or securities in the hands of the Treasurer or 
deposited in any Bank and any other properties whatsoever 
belonging to the said Division shall be paid or transferred into 
the name of the Commissioner, Famagusta. 

(b) The Commissioner of Famagusta shall be responsible for collecting 
all sums due to the said Irrigation Division under and by virtue 
of the Irrigation Division (Villages) Law until the date of its 
dissolution, and for the settlement of any of its outstanding 
liabilities. Any balance remaining in hand shall be utilised for 
the purposes of public utility in the said villages.
