e o 1. This Law may be cited as the Pensions (Amendment)
Law, 1926, and shall be read as one with the Pensions
Law, 1905, and the Pensions (Amendment) Law, 1924,
and these Laws and this Law may together be cited as
the Pensions Laws, 1905 to 1926.
