BE it enacted by His Excellency the Governor and
Commander-in-Chief of the Colony of Cyprus as

follows :—

1. This Law may be cited as the Agricultural Debtors Short title.
Relief (Amendment) Law, 1945, and shall be read as one
with the Agricultural Debtors Relief Laws, 1940 to 1943, 12 of 1940
(hereinafter referred to as  the principal Law”), and 7 of 1943
the principal Law and this Law may together be cited as

the Agricultural Debtors Relief Laws, 1940 to 1945.

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2. Sub-section (1) of section 31 of the principal Law
y amended by the deletion therefrom of the
words ““under section 24 (1) (e)”” (line 12).

3. Section 37 of the principal Law is hereby repealed
and the following section substituted therefor :—
37.—(1) Notwithstanding anything in this
Law contained—
(@) upon application by any person inte-

rested made to the District Court of
the District in which an award has
been lodged under section 26 (1) (here-

inafter in this section referred to as

“the Court’); and

(b) upon proof to the satisfaction of the

Court that fraud has been committed
by a debtor or creditor in respect of
an award which has been lodged as
aforesaid or in respect of any matter
relating either directly or indirectly to
such award,

the Court may make an order directing the
rectification of the award subject to such terms,
conditions and directions as the Court may
think fit.

(2) Upon the making of an order under sub-
section (1) the award shall be amended in
accordance with the terms of the order and
shall be enforced as amended.”

4. This Law shall come into operation on the lst day
of November, 1945.
