AGREEMENT ON
THE MUTUAL RECOGNITION OF HIGHER EDUCATION

QUALIFICATIONS

BETWEEN
THE MINISTRY OF EDUCATION AND CULTURE OF THE
REPUBLIC OF CYPRUS
AND
THE MINISTRY OF EDUCATION OF THE PEOPLE’S

REPUBLIC OF CHINA

THE MINISTRY OF EDUCATION AND CULTURE OF THE
REPUBLIC OF CYPRUS and THE MINISTRY OF EDUCATION OF
THE PEOPLE’S REPUBLIC OF CHINA (hereinafter referred to as the
“Parties”),

RECOGNISING the benefits and advantages of mutual recognition of higher

education and qualifications, and
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AIMING to promote co-operation in higher education and to facilitate the
exchange of higher education students between the Parties’ countries,

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1
OBJECTIVES
This Agreement aims to promote the mutual recognition of Higher Education
degrees and graduates awards, as herein described, awarded to students in Cyprus
and China and facilitate mutual recognition of their academic credentials, so as to
make it easier for students or graduates to pursue further academic studies in each
other’s country. The Parties shall designate appropriate bodies to provide
information on recognition, and to make concrete recommendations in accordance
with their current regulations and practices to promote academic exchanges and

cooperation.

ARTICLE 2

SCOPE AND APPLICATION

21 Consistent with the current legislation of the two countries, the Agreement

applies to academic qualifications issued by Institutions of Higher Education in the
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Republic of Cyprus and in the People’s Republic of China.

2.2 “Higher Education Institutions” for the purposes of this Agreement mean:
In Cvprus:
State and Private Universities, established according to the laws and regulations
of the Republic of Cyprus.
in China:
Any state-recognized institutions of higher éiiLiC&ﬁﬁﬁ or research institutions
which are, public or private, recognized and authorized with degree awarding

power according to the Chinese laws and regulations.

2.3 The accredited Institutions and the Programmes of Higher Education of Cyprus
and China, to which the present Agreement applies, shall be affirmed through

diplomatic channels.

2.4 Each Party shall notify the other Party, through diplomatic channels of any
changes made to the list of their accredited Higher Education Institutions, in the
case of elimination or addition of new institutions, as defined in paragraph 2 of this

article,

2.5 The Parties respect the autonomy of Higher Education institutions and the
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government designated bodies in Cyprus and China as bodies that have the right to

make their own decisions about recognition of overseas qualifications.

ARTICLE 3
INTRODUCTION TO THE ACADEMIC QUALIFICATIONS

FRAMEWORK IN CHINA AND CYPRUS

Higher education credentials consist of higher diploma, undergraduate graduation

certificate, bachelor’s degree, postgraduate diploma, master’s degree, and doctoral

3.1.1 Higher Diploma

Senior secondary school graduates may be admitted to higher education
institutions (including universities, colleges, higher vocational schools, and higher
specialized technical schools), if they pass the National College Entrance
Examination. They may be awarded a higher diploma upon accomplishing two to
three years of study.

Those who fail to enter higher vocational or technical school may be awarded a

higher diploma, if they pass the National Test for Self-Taught Students.
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3.1.2 Undergraduate Graduation Certificate and Bachelor’s Degree

Senior secondary school graduates may be enrolled in a regular higher education
programme (undergraduate programme) after passing the National College
Entrance Examination. They may be awarded an undergraduate graduation
certificate upon accomplishing four years of university education (five years for
architecture andmedicine). Qualified students may apply for a bachelor’s degree.
Those who fail to enter a regular higher education programme may also obtain an
undergraduate graduation certificate, if they meet the requirements through
statutory ways such as by passing the National Test for Self-Taught Students.
Those qualified may apply for a bachelor’s degree, provided the institution has the

authority to award a bachelor’s degree.

3.1.3 Postgraduate Diploma and Master’s Degree

A bachelor's degree or equivalent holder may be admitted to an education
programme in a master’s degree awarding institution (higher education institution
or research institution with authority to award master’s degrees), after passing the
Entrance Examination for Master Programmes to study and research for two to
three vears, and to be awarded postgraduate diploma and master’s degree, if
qualified.

A qualified bachelor’s degree or equivalent holder may also apply for and be
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awarded a master’s degree by an institution with authority to award a master’
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'h statutory ways such as an equivalent educational level study if

qualified.

3.1.4 Doctoral Degree

A master’s degree holder may be admitted to an education programme in a
doctoral degree awarding institution (higher education institution or research
institution with authority to award doctoral degrees), and to be awarded a doctoral
degree, if qualified for the requirement for a doctoral degree by national
regulations. Doctoral study programme is with a standard length of at least 3 years
and at most 4 vears,

A master’s degree holder may also apply for and be awarded a doctoral degree by
an institution with authority to award doctoral degrees through statutory ways such
as an equivalent educational level study if qualified.

A bachelor’s degree holder may directly apply for a doctoral degree, if qualified

for the requirement for a doctoral degree by national regulations,

3.2 Cyprus
Higher education credentials consist of Diploma (two vears’ Postsecondary

Education), Higher Education Diploma (3 years of postsecondary full-time studyy,
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Bachelor’s degree (Ptychio degree), Postgraduate Certificate, Master’s degree, and

Doctoral degree.

3.2.1 Diploma (two vears’ Postsecondary Education)
A diploma of two vears’ postsecondary education consists of two years of full time
study and it provides access to a Higher Education Diploma (3 years of

postsecondary full-time study) programme of study.

3.2.2 Higher Education Diploma (3 years of postsecondary fuli-time study)

Ll

A Higher Education Diploma (3 years of postsecondary full-time study) consists of
three vears of full time study and it provides access to a first cycle programme

{Ptychion/ Bachelor).

3.2.3 Ptvchion or Bachelor Degree
A first cycle programme (Ptychion or Bachelor) consists of four academic vears of

full nme fiéii{iﬁ}iif:‘fﬁ} ECTS)

3.2.4 Masters
A second cycle programme (Masters) consists of three to four semesters of full

time study (90-120 ECTS or 75 ECTS for professional Masters), and leads to the
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award of & Magister Artium Degree, Magister Scientae Degree, Master in
Education (MEd), Master in Business Administration (MBA) ete. A thesis is not
an obligatory component of second cycle programmes. In case there is a thesis, the
workload corresponding to it cannot be more than half of the overall workload of

- the programme.

3.2.5 Doctorate

A third evele programme (Doctorate) {duration: 3 — 4 academic years) leads to the
award of a Didactoriko Diploma. A Doctorate  programme consists of
postgraduate courses corresponding to at least 60 ECTS. a comprehensive
examination, presentation of a research proposal to a three-member Commitiee,

and the defense of an original research thesis.

3.2.6 Admission Requirements
The Apolyterion (School Leaving Certificate) or equivalent qualification is a

prerequisite for access to a first cycle programme at Universities in Cyprus.
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Admission to state universities, of the conventional type., is granted through
competitive entrance examinations, the Pancyprian Examinations, which are used
to rank the candidates. Admission of special categories of students, is granted
through special university procedures on the basis of social, economic and other
criteria.  Knowledge of the language of instruction is also a criterion (Greek or
Turkish which are the official languages of the Republic, or English, French, ¢te in
cerfain departments).  Admission to the Open University of Cyprus, which is a
state institution offering open and distance-learning education, is granted through a
system of point-allocation based on a variety of criteria, such as grade of first
degree (Bachelor's for postgraduate programmes of study, School Leaving
Certificate for undergraduate programmes of study), professional or academic
experience at a related field, etc., as determined by the relevant programme of
study. Admission to private universities is granted upon the submission of a
relevant application and the fulfillment of criteria set by each university.
Admission to a minor programme and/or transfer from another accredited
institution is granted through internal procedures of the university and the
department offering the programme. The minimum qualification for admission to
a second cyele (Masters) is a Ptvchio or Bachelor or equivalent qualification. The
minimum qualification for admission to a third cycle programme is a Prvchio or

Masters or equivalent qualification. A doctorate student who has a Masters or
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equivalent degree may be partially or fully exempted from the required taught
courses (if fullv exempted the normal duration of the programme is reduced o 3

academic vears of full-time study).

ARTICLE 4
APPROVAL FOR GRADUATES OF CYPRUS HIGHER EDUCATION
INSTITUTIONS

TO STUDY FOR DEGREES IN CHINA

4.1 Higher education institutions in China retain the right to determine the
qualifications, grades and examination results required to enter all courses of study
according to their own regulations.

4.2 The government-designated body/organization in China determines the
applicants’ qualifications and degrees in terms of their equivalence to its respective
qualifications and degrees according to the regulations of China.

43 A bachelor’s (ptychio) degree holder from an officially recognized higher
education institution in Cyprus, may be considered for admission to studies leading
to master’s degree in China subject to the specific requirements of the admitting
institution.

4.4 A bachelor’s and/ or master’s degree holder from an officially recognized
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higher education institution in Cyprus may be considered for admission to studies
leading to a doctorate degree in China subject to the relevance of previous studies
and the proposed research and the specific requirements of the admitting

institutions,

ARTICLE S
APPROVAL FOR GRADUATES OF CHINESE
HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS

TO STUDY FOR DEGREES IN CYPRUS

5.1 Higher education institutions in Cyprus retain the right to determine the
qualifications, grades and examination results required to enter all courses of study

according to their own regulations.

52 The government-designated body/organization in Cyprus determines the
applicants’ qualifications and degrees in terms of their equivalence to its respective

qualifications and degrees according to the regulations of Cyprus.

53 A bachelor’s degree holder from an officially recognized higher education

institution in China may be considered for admission to studies leading to master’s
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degree in Cyprus subject to the specific requirements of the admitting institution.

54 A bachelor's and/ or master’s degree holder from an officially recognized
higher education institution in China may be considered for admission to studies
leading to a doctorate degree in Cyprus subject to the relevance of previous studies
and the proposed research and the specific requirements of the admitting

institutions.

ARTICLE 6

REVISION, MODIFICATION AND AMENDMENT

6.1 Either Party may request in writing a revision, modification or amendment of

all or any parts of this Agreement.

6.2 Any revision, modification or amendment shall be mutually agreed upon by the

Parties and shall be reduced into writing and shall form part of this Agreement.

6.3 Such revision, modification or amendment shall enter into force on such date as

may be determined by the Parties.
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6.4 Any revision, modification or amendment shall be without prejudice to the
rights and obligations arising from or based on this Agreement before or up the

date of such revision, modification or amendment.

ARTICLE T
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES
Any difference or dispute between the Parties concerning the interpretation and/or
implementation and/or application of any of the provisions of this Agreement shall
be settled amicably through mutual consultation and/or negotiations between the

Parties without reference to any third party or international tribunal.

ARTICLE 8

ENTRY INTO FORCE AND TERMINATION

8.1 This Agreeement shall enter into force 60 days after the date on which the
Parties will notify each other through diplomatic channels, that their respective
national requirements have been fulfilled for the Agreement to enter into force.

8.2 Either Party may terminate the Agreement any time, through diplomatic
channels. The termination shall take effect six months after written notice of

termination has been received by the other Party through diplomatic channels.
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8.3 All the rights acquired by holders of academic qualifications which had been
recognised before the termination of the Agreement shall remain effective. In
