Republic of Cyprus, “Cyprus®, legally represented in this Agreement by the Ministry
of Energy, Commerce, Industry and Tourismof the: Republie.of Cyprus,

Atab Republic of Egypt; “Beypt”, legally represerited in this Agreement by the Ministryof
Petroleyin and Mireral Resources of the Arab Republic of Egypt

each.a “Paﬂy" and together thie “Parties”;

WHEREAS the Parties wish to enter info this Agreement in order to promote the: exportof
Natural Gas frem Cyprus to Bgypt and to safeguard the secure and timely development,
construction and operation of a direct submarine pipeline for the transportation of Natural Gas
from Cyprus to Egypt;

WHEREAS the Agreetent bstween Egypt and. Cyprus for the Aveidanee of Double Taxation
and the Prevention of Fiscal Bvasion with Respect to Taxes on Income was signed in Cairo on
18.December 1993;

WHEREAS the Agreement between Bgypt and. Cyprus for this Promotion and Recipeocal
Protection of Investments was signed in Caire-on 21 October 1998;

WHEREAS, the Agreement between Kgypt and €yprus 6u the Delimitation .of the Bxclusive
Economic Zone was signed in Gairo on 17 February-2003;

WHEREAS the Memorandurn of Understanding between the Ministry of Energy, Comumerce,
Industry and Tourism of Cypras and the Ministry of Petroleum & Mineral Resources.of Egypt
concerning Coeperation in the Hydrocarbons Seetor was signed in Caire on 16 February 2015;

WHEREAS the Partles are bound by the General Agreement on Trade in Services "GATS"
"AIT-.j‘.GlE? XVH"; .

WHEREAS thé Parties are members t0 the Unitéd Nations Corivention on the Law-of the Sea
of 16 December 1982, which addresses, inter alia, the laying of subenarine pipelines;

WHEREAS the Pamties wish to cooperate in facilitating the export of Natural Gas from
Cyprus to Egypt and the construction and operation of a direot subinarine pipeline for the |
expott of Natural Gas from Cyprus’ Bxclusive Bconomic Zone 10 the Idku and/or Damietta

NG plasts in Egypt;

WHERBAS the Parties have also agreed to secure the ownership and destination of the
Natural Gasito be exported from Cyprus to Egypt.as shall be provided in the relevant salé and
purchase agieements and to safeguard the rights and obligations 6f the sellers and buyeis of
Natural Gas as shall be provided in said agreements and any other related eommereial
agreements;

VEIEREAS the stakeholders in the produstion of Natural Gas in Cypras and in the ING
plants in Bgypt have expressed their interest in developing and operating the submarine
pipeliné from Cyprus’ Exclitsive Boonomic Zone, to said ING plants in Bgypt, and are in the
process of negotiating terms for the Natural Gas sale and purchase agreements;

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THE PARTIES HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

ARTICLE 1
DEFINITIONS AND INTERPRETATION

“Loss ox Damage” shall mean any loss, cost, injury, liability, ebligation, expense "including
interest, penalties, attomneys’ fees and disbursements", litigation, proceeding, claim, charge, or
damage sufféred ot incurred by a.Person,

“Natursl Gas” shall mean any hydrocarbons which are extracted from the sabsseil in their
natural state and aie gaseous at normal temperature and pressure.

“Qperator” shall ‘mean the Person or Persons responsiblé from time to time for
iraplementing, managing, ceordinating, and/er condueting for or on behalf of the Project
Investors ot their affiliates all or any portion of the day-to-day Project Activitiesincluding
serving &s an operator of all or any portion of the Pipeline System. For the avoidance of
doubt, where no Person or Persens has or haye been appeinted by the Project Investors or:
their affiliatesin this capaeity, the Project Investors.shall be the Opetator.

“Person” shall mean any natural person or any entily, including among the latter any
company, corporation, limited liability conipany, partnership, limited partaership, enterprise,
joint ventitte, unincowporated joint venture, dssociation, trust or other juridical entity,
organisation ‘or enterprise duly organised by treaty or under the laws of any state or ey
subdivision thereaf. ‘

“Pipeline System” shall mean the direct submarine Natural Gas pipeline which is proposed to
hegin at an-eftry point in the Cyprus Exclusive Economie Zone and end at one or more enlry

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or connection points to the Tdku and/or Damietta LNG plants in Egypt and/or to the Egyptian
domestic gas supply network.

“Project” shall mean the evaluation, development, design, construction, installation,.
financing, insuring, owneiship, operation "including the Transpert by any ot all of thie
Shippers: of Natural Gas through the Pipeline System”, repair, replacement, refurbishment,
mainfenance, expansion, and extension "including laterals” of the Pipeline System.

“Project Activitics” shall miean the activities coniducted by the Project Partioipants in
connection with the Project.

“Project Tnvestor” shall mean any party to any FHost Government Agreement other than a.
Party.

“Project Parficipant” shall mean any Project Investor, Operator, Shipper or Contracior, or
any of théir respective affiliates having a direct commercial interest in the Pipeline System.

“Shipper” shall mean any Person which has a quai entitlement "whether arising by virtue of
a contract or otherwise” to Transport Natural Gas. throagh all or any portion of the Pipeline
Syster.

“State Aufhority” shall mean any organ of a Party exereising executive powers including;
withiout limitation, all central, regional, municipal, and local organs or any otgans having the
power to govern, regulate, fevy or celleet taxes, duties or offier charges, grant licences or
permits or approvals or otherwise affect the rights and obligations of any Project Pasticipants,
their successors or périnitted assignees, in respeet of Project Aétivities.

“Taxes” shall mean all existing and future levies, duties, customs, takes "fncluding value
added tax or sales taxes", charges and contributions pa;yab[c to or imposed. by a Party or a
State Authiority, whether centtal or local, or any othér body having the effective. power to levy
any such charges within the Territory of a Party, and “Tax” shall mean any one of them.

“Territory” shall mean, with respect 10 each Party, thé fand territoty of such. Party, its
maritinie areas; including the Tertitorial Sea, the Exchisive Economic Zone and the:
Continental Shelf as: defined in the United Nations Convention on the Law-of the'Sea of 10
‘December 1982, and.the air space above the ladd tertitory and the Territorial Sea.

“Transport” shall mean eartiage, shipping or other transportation of Natural Ges, via any
legal arrangement or entitlement,

“Year” and “Calendar Year” shall méan a period of twelve "12" eonsecutive menths,

according to the Gregorian calendar, starting on 1 January, uniless another staiting date is
expressly indicated in fhe televant provisiens of this. Agreement.

Each Party undertakes, io fhe extent permitted by Applicable Law, to issue, or causg.fo be
issued, withont tndhie deldy, ‘ahy necessary pefinit; approvat, authorisation and decliration
needed to develop, build and operate the Project.

ARTICLE 6
TRANSPORT OF NATURAL GAS

1. Each Pasty shall take the necessary measures to facilitate the Tparisptar?u of Natural Gas.
in-connection with the Project, consistent with the principle of freedom of transit,
axid withowt distinétiofasto' te origin, destination er-owiiership-of syeh Natural

Gas or discrimination #s to pricing on the basis of 'such distinetfons; and without
jthposing any unfeasenable delgys, restrigtions or-charges.
